Process



* Onsite interview before admission



* Two week trail period for each prospective student. 

   First week is no charge. Second week is standard



   tuition.




* At the conclusion of the two week trail period, a 

    second
 interview will be conducted to address issues 

    or concerns and admission will be determined.


Requirements:



* Students must be 18 year of age or older



* Students must be able to function in a 1 to 4 ratio



* Students must be able to eat without assistance and   

   perform all aspects of personal hygiene.



* Students must be able to be transported in a standard 

   van or arrange to meet for off site activities.



* Students must practice and respect and care for other 

   students and staff. Students must be willing and able 

   to follow directions and demonstrate the ability to 


stay inside the center without constant supervision.
